For more than 120 years the 
Gornergrat Bahn has been making the ascent to the panoramic 
mountain a truly unique and wonderful experience.
From Zermatt, the popular holiday resort in the Valais, Europe’s 
highest open-air cogwheel railway departs daily every 24 minutes, 
climbing to the Gornergrat 9339 m away. The train crosses im-
pressive bridges, galleries and tunnels, idyllic forests and alpine 
meadows, past rocky gorges and tarns, accompanied by the 
majestic mountains, first and foremost by the Matterhorn.
